His article on ‘Quality Education’, in Sandeshan, and his book, Jesuit Education, are a standing
testimony to his perception of the values central to the Jesuit vision, and his evaluation of how far
and how successfully they have been practised.

The various positions Fr Salvin held at different times helped him practise the values he keeps
closest to his heart. He had been teacher of English at, and for some time Director of, Sarvodaya
HSS, Eachome, Wayanad, Administrator of Loyola Entrance Academy, Coordinator of School
Ministry of the Kerala Jesuit Province, Member of Dialogue and Media Commission of the Kerala
Province, Coordinator of Apostolic Planning Commission of the Kerala Province, District
Commissioner of Scouts, Kanjirappally, Director of TUDI (Tribal Unity for Development
Initiative) in Wayanad and Principal of AKJM School, Kanjirappally. And he continues as the
Coordinator for Formation, Kerala Jesuit Province.

Fr Salvin has also disseminated his ideas on parenting, compassionate leadership, and personality
development in several seminars and workshops across the State, some of them exclusively for
different religious congregations, and the others, for parents, teachers, and students.

A student of English Literature, Fr Salvin is sure to appreciate what T. S. Eliot said in his
“Tradition and Individual Talent’ about poetic impersonality and the relationship between the poet
and poetic tradition and apply the concept in his stewardship of Loyola School and prove himself
to be at once a classicist and a modernist among the Principals, just as Eliot was, as a poet.

His proficiency in decision making during
adverse circumstances has benefitted Loyola
School and its stakeholders remarkably. The
projects undertaken by him have opened
avenues for visible developments of skills in
the stakeholders.

Covid-19 pandemic opened arrays of challenges
in online academic progress of students and
he was quick to arrange training for teachers
to upskill themselves, to manage and become
experts in online teaching. Student community
enjoyed commendable academic progress
even during Covid-19.

He was quick to tap the resources of LOBA
for a series of Career Guidance webinars.

Diamond Jubilee Building: Fr. Joseph
believes that Loyola must serve more students
and parents in the future. And for that more
classrooms are required. More contiguous
land was purchased, and the Diamond
Jubilee Building with 28 classrooms and two
multipurpose rooms has been constructed
and will be ready for use from June 2023.

Swimming Pools: It will be a dream come
true when the two new swimming pools under
construction are ready for use by the end of
May. Students currently on roll dream of
getting into the pools after the summer

break.

Brand building is an essential part of any
promising institution and blessings of saints
certainly matter. A new statue of St. Ignatius
was erected near the entrance in 2021.
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A home away from home certainly requires
attractions like love birds, turkeys, rabbits,
and such. Fr. Joseph was quick to understand
the importance of those ‘distractions’ of
focus and include them on the campus for
the aspiring ornithologists and pet lovers.
The aviary and the little stream in it attract a
lot of grandparents too who enjoy the short
flights of the love birds and the gurgle of the
stream.

After the decommissioning of MiG-27 ML by
the Defence Ministry, the fighter plane bearing
the number TS 575, flown by Loyola alumni,
was gifted by the Indian Air Force to Loyola
School in 2021 and it is displayed at the
entrance of the school. Wg Cdr N R Kanthy
(Retd) is remembered fondly for making this
possible.

Fr. Joseph also found an answer to the ever-
soaring electricity bill by augmenting solar
panels which can now generate up to 100
KW of energy.

Fire prevention and safety measures have
been upgraded in all the buildings.

Scholastics received a boost when he set up
Al and Robotics lab and started remedial
classes for those who needed more handholding
in foundational concept clarity in all subjects.
He also offered more options in subjects as
per the NEP guidelines.

Games and sports acquired more focus during
these years to improve physical fitness to
boost immunity, mental health to leverage
academic achievements, team collaboration,
endurance, balance and coordination, self-
discipline etc. More teachers and coaches
were appointed for improving the skills in
football, basketball, cricket, and skating.
Ssecond trip buses ensured safe transport for
those who opted for coaching in these games.



Games equipment like jungle gym, garden
slides, swings, boards for balancing and
gymnastic rings were installed on the ground
near the school auditorium for students in
foundational and middle classes.

The long-awaited school marching band was
introduced in the summer camp of April 2022
and the boys have been performing well during
all major events of the school. Thanks to the
expert band master. More boys will be trained
during the summer camp of 2023.

Visionary interventions: After many
rounds of discussions with the stakeholders,
Fr. Joseph decided that opportunity for entrance
coaching must be provided on the campus for
prospective candidates and hence Narayana
entrance coaching programme commenced in
2021-22.

Another attraction for the outgoing students
is the Externship introduced in 2022 with the
help and initiative of LOBA. As a pilot
programme, a week’s trainings were arranged
for students 1n Class XII 1n the IT Park, Kochi
and Trivandrum. The summer of 2023 will
witness about 50 Loyolites participating in
the externship.

Number of students in each section in the
formative classes was reduced to ensure better
facilitation and personalised interventions.

The decision to provide equal opportunities
of growth to girl students will be inscribed in
gold in the annals of the history of the school.
Though in the year of inception Loyola School
was co-educational, due to some pragmatic
challenges the school admitted only boys in
the later years. Now, after 63 years of service
and being ranked the best boys’ school in
Kerala and 14th nationally, the decision was
unanimously welcomed by the residents of
Thiruvananthapuram. More than 100 girls

have sought admission to Class XI. More

than 100 girls have sought admission to
Class XI.

Fr. Joseph is an inquisitive and continuous
learner and takes calculated risks which will
turn out to be beneficial to the institution
and the stakeholders. Though he appears a
task master with a clear vision of responsibility,
he knows where to be firm and is just in dealing
meritoriously and generous in appreciating
the deserving. He 1s deeply spiritual, frank
and loves gardening and agriculture.

As Fr. Joseph joins XLRI Delhi as Dean of
Finance and Administration, Loyolites wish
him good health, vigour, protection, and
blessings on all his services.

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Digital Documentation
and Labelling of Plants

on Loyola Campus

Important centres for education can play a very vital role in catering for, and educating people
about, the vast and varied heritage of plant life in complete harmony with nature. Rich and
diverse plant collections in an educational institution serve as a valuable educational tool
through which the communities
are helped to learn and
acknowledge their plant resources,
its sustainable utilization and
environmental improvement.
Although the recognition that
living plant collections could be
used for promoting the
conservation message to a wider
audience 1s not new, recent
research carried out by Rae (1995)
confirmed that conservation
education is the best way in which
gardens in institutions could

support nature conservation.

Loyola school located in 8.54230
North Latitude and 76.91190 in
the East Longitude has a thick
vegetation which was established
both naturally and artificially
mainly by anthropogenic
intervention. The school campus covers approximately 8 acres of land and includes gardens,
lawns, trees with large canopies, cages for birds and animals etc. thereby promoting the
biowealth of the area. The school has accumulated decades of resources and expertise in
growing plants that would otherwise be lost in nature. This institution is committed to long
term maintenance of its collection of plants while providing recreation and relaxation in a
natural environment not only for the students and teachers at the School but also for its

The writer and prime mover of the project is a Loyola parent and the Head of the Department of Botany, All Saints College, Thiruvananthapuram
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For the conservation of each and every species proper documentation and identification is a
prerequisite. Against this backdrop, the task of identification and QR code enabled
documentation of trees in Loyola School has been taken up.

The major lines of work are:
1) Survey to study the diversity of plants.

i1) Identifying, locating the family and names of plants based on the accepted
classifications.

ii1) Collection of data to describe each plant.

iv) Uploading the data in the digital blog of Loyola School

v) QR code generation and documentation of the plants with their identifying features.
vi) Labelling of the plants with QR code enabled interactive name boards.

A region with a large number of individual species can be considered as biologically diverse,
where the number of groups or taxa and individual species provide the criteria for measurement
of biodiversity. Keeping this in mind, a survey was conducted in the months of November 2021,
March 2022, and April 2022 to identify the plants on the campus. The plant samples were
identified with the help of diagnostic keys provided by Gamble (1935) and with reference to the
accepted web resources like The Plant List (2010). The data regarding the identifying features of
the plants were uploaded in the digital blog of Loyola School with photographs. A permalink is
generated for each blog page pertaining to each tree where the data about the trees were uploaded.
The permalink is used to generate the QR code from the website ‘the-qrcode-generator.com’.
Then the permalink is inserted into this website for each plant and the QR code is downloaded
in a PNG format.

The data on the botanical name, common name, vernacular name, family, identifying features
of each plant etc. were documented for the digitalization process. The name boards for the
plants with the Botanical Name, Common name, Vernacular name, Family and QR code were
fixed so that the students and visitors can use them for getting the details of the plants easily.

Loyola School campus has a large assemblage of plants with many pockets of thick vegetation
of angiosperm flora. A detailed survey on the plants on the campus yielded 208 species which
include 90 species of trees and 118 herbaceous and shrubby plants. The palnt diversity at the
school provides a microclimate for other species including humans to exist. It is a micro unit
of biodiversity which mirrors that of the country. The microlevel floristic diversity of the
smaller regions opens immense possibilities in enriching the knowledge of plant wealth from
the grassroot level. The species richness of the campus reveals that it is a sustainable ecosystem
which can reduce pollution, especially that caused by carbon dioxide.

An institution possessing ample representation of the indigenous plant species serves as an
invaluable educational tool through which the students at all levels are driven to learn and
appreciate the diversity of plants in their neighbourhood and the relationship between plants
and other organisms found in natural habitats. It 1s difficult for the student community to care
for nature if they don’t have positive nature experience. Therefore, this digital documentation
will definitely help to develop students’ experience by providing activities that involve
conservation of nature, environmental awareness and bio-aesthetics.
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Now that all trees and plants on the campus are labelled, students follow up the effort by taking down notes

I am really happy that I got an opportunity to visit Jayamatha Boys Home at Nalanchira on 29
January 2023. In our group, there were around 50 students of class VI, Principal Fr P.T Joseph,
Fr Roy Alex, three teachers and five PTA members.

At Jayamatha, Br K.T. Mathew and others received us and told us about the inmates who are
studying in classes one to twelve. They were selected by the government based on their financial
status. Br Mathew, Br Davis and a few caretakers look after the boys. When we reached the
playground in front of the house, we could see the boys peeping out from their rooms.

Br Mathew encouraged us to interact with the boys. At first, most of the boys seemed a little
shy or reserved. When we started asking them their names and whereabouts, they became
friendly and started to talk freely to us. The cute twins who studied in class one were the most
charming of the boys there.

Br Mathew told us that based on their skills the boys would be sent to different schools and
support will be given for higher education. One of the boys shared his ambition with us. He
wanted to continue his studies and get a job that would enable him to support his mother and
take good care of her. They told us that they usually study after coming back from school.
They have playgrounds also. Most of them like football and cricket. Though the boys do not
have very good facilities, they seemed surprisingly active and happy there.

We handed over our gift packets to the inmates. The packets contained food, chocolates, books,
pens, bed sheets, soap, washing powder, tooth paste, mats etc. They were really happy to receive
all those things.
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Once the ice was broken, the boys were excited to entertain us. They sang songs for us and
some of them sounded like trained singers. One boy named Vijay sang a Tamil song. He
looked almost like movie star Vijay. Small kids presented a group song and a prayer song. We
all clapped and encouraged them. Loyola boys also sang songs and recited poems for them.

After this, Br Mathew invited us to have lunch. Chicken biriyani was served to all. There was
ice cream too. When we were struggling to finish the food, we saw that none of those boys
wasted a single grain of rice. They were sharing their food among themselves and enjoying their
lunch. After having food, they themselves washed their plates and cups.

After resting for some time, Anil sir and the PTA members planned a football match between
Loyola boys and Jayamatha boys. Ony eight boys could play at a time. After five or six
minutes, the next group of eight boys were given the chance to play. Jayamatha boys were really
skilled and they won the match 4-0.

After spending some quality time at Jayamatha, we reached Loyola by 2:30 p.m. Our parents
were eagerly waiting to pick us up.
After the visit I understood how fortunate I am to have my parents with me. The words of

Br Mathew still echo in my ears: “Try to appreciate the little things that we have in our life. Try

not to compare ourselves with others. Choose the right path and try hard to become the best in
the world.”
